As a member club of the Chicago Metropolitan Ski Council, we are pleased to invite you to TRIP SEMINAR. If you 
are no longer the president, please forward to the current president or trip chairperson. The objective of Trip 
Seminar is to provide a time and place for CMSC clubs to formulate their plans for the 2025/2026/2027 ski season. 

Trip Seminar will be held on Saturday, October 11th, at the Sheraton Suites Chicago O’Hare in Rosemont, IL. All persons  
attending Trip Seminar MUST BE PRE-REGISTERED. NO NEW REGISTRATION WILL BE ACCEPTED THE DAY  
OF TRIP SEMINAR. Early Registration is $35 per person postmarked by September 8th.  Regular Registration is $40 
per person postmarked after September 8th. Registration fee includes lunch (you will receive a nonreplaceable 
lunch voucher), club bag and educational sessions. Kindly return the Club Registration form no later than September 
15th, with a check or money order made payable to CMSC. If you do not know who will be attending from your club,  
but know the number of individuals, please send a check for that amount. Names can be mailed or e-mailed no  
later than October 1st. Name changes can also be done at Seminar Club Registration. All name additions/  
changes received after October 1st, will be typed at Club Registration on Saturday, October 11th.  Expect a short wait. 
Your patience is appreciated. 

Admission will be by BADGE ONLY, obtained at Club Registration. The registration area will be located in the  
Sheraton Grand Ballroom foyer on the main floor of the hotel from 7:30-11:30AM ONLY. Trip Seminar will open at 
9:00AM.  PLEASE NOTE THE EARLIER START TIME. 
 
Club Leadership Educational Sessions are 2:30 – 4:30PM (PLEASE NOTE THE NEW TIME AFTER LUNCH.) 
CMSC will again hold Club Leadership Educational Sessions to provide our Club Leaders with information that will 
aid in the management of their clubs. These sessions will be held after lunch. In addition to the educational benefit, 
the Educational Sessions are intended to increase club participation at Trip Seminar. Topics and content of the 
educational sessions will be announced in the weeks leading up to Trip Seminar.

From Downtown Chicago: Kennedy Expressway (I-94) west to O’Hare turnoff; exit Mannheim Road North, ahead 
2 blocks and hotel is on the right. 

From the West: Northwest Tollway (I-190) east to O’Hare turnoff; exit Mannheim Road North, ahead 2 blocks and  
 hotel is on the right. 
From the North or South: Tri-State Tollway  (I-294) to O’Hare turnoff; exit Mannheim Road North, ahead 

2 blocks and hotel is on the right. 
From O’Hare Airport: Sheraton Suites Chicago O’Hare shuttle runs approximately every 20 minutes,  
 6:00AM-11:00PM. Follow signs to Bus/Shuttle Transportation Center. 

Complimentary parking is located in the office parking garage.  You must stop by the front desk FIRST to pick up a 
parking ticket before proceeding to the garage. Please allow extra time if you plan to park in the garage.  Parking is 
available around the perimeter of the hotel for $19.
